In 1988,
she began as an Instructional Assistant with the Caroline County Board of
Education at Greensboro Elementary School. She retired in 1994.

Mrs. Breeding was involved with St. Paul’s United Methodist Church in
Greensboro, where she played the hand bells and was a past chairman of
education, Sunday School Teacher and sang in the choir. She has served on
Two boards for the conference of United Methodist Church; Camping and
Retreat Ministries, for 20 years, and Ordained Ministry, serving as secretary.
