Marvin W. Ebling "Pop", 88, a lifelong resident of Ridgely, MD died on March

During
his long working career, he also operated the Arco service station in Ridgely
and his own home auto mechanic business, worked with special needs clients
at the Benedictine School Habilitation Center and provided care taking
services for the Owen's family at Jamaica Point in Trappe and for the
Salisbury family in Ridgely. His lifelong passion, however, was driving a school
bus for Caroline County Public Schools, which he did for 52 years; and he
took pride in owning and operating his own bus for 39 of those years. He
considered and cared for all those he bused back and forth to school as his
own.
