Amy and Michael Benner, Kenneth and Marcia Porter, Jonathan and Sarah
Porter, and David and Alison Porter; one brother, Arthur Porter; and
grandchildren, Stephanie, Aaron, Kelsi, Levi, Nina, Christopher, John, Jarrett,
Brian, Lucas, Emily, Hailey, Julia, Amanda, Evan and Thomas.
